What has your child been learning about in class this week?
If your child’s class isn’t in the newsletter this week, they will be next week. 

We have had a great start to the new term! In Literacy, we have started our new 
story 'Jack and the beanstalk'. In Magic Maths, we are looking at numbers up to 
20, using the tens frame and Numicon to make numbers. We were very creative 
this week, we made a sculpture of a snail out of clay. We are also very 
excited about our Eid party! Well done Eaglets for all your hard work!

We have had a great start to the Summer term! We have started our new topic 
'Community Heroes' where we will be looking at the people who help us in our 
school, at home and in the community. We have been exploring number through 
'5 Little Speckled Frogs' in Maths and in English we have been learning Makaton 
to sign along to 'Twinkle Twinkle Little Star'. Well done Cygnets!

We have had a fantastic week in Year 1! In English we started our new story, No-
Bot, which the children absolutely loved. In computing, we have been exploring 
coding through the Bee Bots. In Maths, the children have been working hard 
looking at mass and volume We want to wish everybody a lovely Eid and hope 
you have a great weekend.

We have worked really hard this week. We have started our new topic 'Plants, 
Plants Everywhere'. We looked at plants using the digital microscope, became 
researchers and drew and labelled the parts of a plant. Computing was amazing 

this week. We are learning how to capture the perfect photograph-ask us all 
about it. Maybe we can try at home. Kind words being used lots too this week.

We have had a great start to the new term, starting our new Learning challenge 
topic ' May the force be with you'. We had a Science afternoon where we 
explored different experiments looking at the properties of materials. In 
Geography, we learnt about the different points of the compass and had a go at 
using some compasses ourselves. Well done Doves for all your hard work!

We have started this week with a bang! For Summer, our learning challenge is 
called Rumbles, Explosions and Breakers and we will be looking at natural 
disasters starting with making our own volcano's! In Maths, we have started our 
decimal lessons and we are really excited to start our new English topic all about 
Gulliver's Travels. Keep up the fantastic work Kingfishers!

Welcome back! Jays have had an exciting first week back in school. Our topic for 
this half term is 'Under the Hammer' where we will be learning about crime and 
punishment throughout history. We practised our detective skills when we used 
modern techniques to try and solve who stole Miss Rawstron's I-pad. In Maths, 
we have been learning how to find the perimeter and area of 2-D shapes.

We have had a great start to the Summer term. Our topic this half term is Biomes 
and we have started to explore the brilliant biomes of our world focusing on the 
landscape, climate and animals you would find there. In English we have been 

exploring metaphors, similes and personification in poetry, next week we will 
have a go at writing our own poems. We wish you all a happy Eid.
