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What has your child been learning about in class this week?
If your child's class isn't in the newsletter this week, they will be next week.

We have been looking at the letter 'd'in our speedy sounds and finding items
around our classroom beginning with the letter'd'. We have looked at 2 d shapes
in maths and used them within our messy play and creative curriculum.
