What has your child been learning about in class this week?
If your child's class isn't in the newsletter this week, they will be next week.

We have had a great week in Cygnets! We have started our new topic 'Wild
World'. In Science, we explored different animals and we looked at their features.
In Art, we have created some jungle collages where we explored the textures of
different materials and expressed our likes and dislikes. In R.E. we have started

our topic on Christianity where we will be exploring the Easter story.

We have had a brilliant week in the Sparrows. The children have been learning
about the famous author Debi Gliori and the different books she has written.
