School Meal Increase (FROM APRIL 2025)

The price of school meals will rise from £2.30 to 

£2.50 per day from April 2025. At Barden, we keep 

our school meal costs as low as we can. The 

charges for a school meal cover the costs required 

to prepare it. Schools are not able to profit from 

school meal charges.

To help parents/carers budget for this increase, 

the price change will not come into effect until 

Tuesday 22nd April 2025.
