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Attendance - Autumn Term to date
Hot off the press, almost a third of pupils in
school are set to achieve 100% attendance
this term which is a total of 153 pupils. This
is great news! Don’t forget, there’s a treat for
your child at the end of the
term if they stay healthy and
succeed. For those pupils
that just miss out, please try
again in the Spring Term.

Attendance - Autumn Term to date
In total, 354 pupils have been on time for
school this term meaning that a 120 pupil or a
quarter of pupils have been reporting to school
late. Being on time creates good habits for the
future and it gives your child the chance to get
organised. It also means that we avoid creating
unnecessary worry about school. Please let’s
work together to support your child’s future life
chances.

Leave in Term time

There are many meetings taking place
between school and parents regarding leave in
term time.

Cancel plans or book flights after the

meeting.
At least 28 pupils’ parents have been fined since
September. Also, there’s a small number of
parents that will be prosecuted for unpaid fines
or for unauthorised Excessive Leave (that is
leave of 15 days or more). Don’t forget, if you
have taken unauthorised leave in the last 2
years, you may not be given a reduction if you
pay with 21 days. You may also go to Court
even for leave of 5-14 days.

Urinary Tract Infections—women aged

16-64 years.
