
Read, Write Inc – We will be continuing to learn 
sound, including ‘special friends’ sounds.  We will 
continue to read ‘Ditty’ passages and green level 

books (phonically decodable passages based on the 
letter sounds already taught)

We will share lots of wonderful stories which will develop 
speaking and listening skills and understanding.  We will 
look at how a story is split into a beginning, middle and 

end.
We will encourage all children to write their first name 

and surname.  We will be writing three letter words, 
tricky words e.g. the she me he we and simple phrases 

that we can read back.

We will be finding 
out what a pet is and what 
types of animals make good 

pet. We will investigate farm 
animals and the Big 5 from 
Africa! We will be having a 
visit from real life animals.

Daily RWI Phonics

We will continue to explore 
the woodland area and talking 
about Spring.

We will 
be looking at solid shapes and 
talking about their properties.  
We will be looking at amazing 
animal patterns.
