We took part in both National Fitness Day and National Sports Week. 


We have two members of staff who have attended the middle leadership for healthy schools.
	This shows the continued dedication to delivering a range of physical activities for children at Barden to take part in.
This has encouraged our children to engage with different activities during break times, facilitating more independence in the children and developing their core values. 
This has led to 78% of children working at an expected level in PE (75% working at the expected level and 3% working above the expected level). 
This has led to every child being targeted to be involved in an activity taking place during break time, lunch time or after school.  Furthermore, wider ranges of staff were involved in the delivery of the clubs being involved in weekly and termly rotas.
This is helping to increase the development of swimming in our children. 
This helped to further promote sports and physical activity at Barden Primary School, with children in both Key stages taking part in a range of activities, including Sports Day – leading to 100% participation. 
This has supported the Elevate team when we are creating an active school. This brings new ideas to support the development of the children’s physical, health and mental well-being.

	More children will meet their daily goals of achieving 60 minutes of exercise a day.  Children will develop more independence in participating in recreational play and sporting activities. 


More children will meet their 60 minutes of activity a day.  Children will be provided with small breaks from their learning to help re-engage in their learning. 

Staff that have areas in need of development will be provided either CPD, planning support or team teaching. This will help to develop their area of weakness.

Through walkthroughs conducted during Autumn 2, we were able to see a range of sessions being delivered.  Of the teaching observed, the PE was consistently good across EYFS, KS1 and KS2.  There was clear progression in the lessons and children had a good understanding of the objective they were working on.  The skills for the units were being correctly demonstrated, taught and corrected if there were any misconceptions in learning. Group sizes were appropriate with little waiting time for the children, ensuring every pupil was active for the whole lesson.
Our children who are on the pupil premium register are involved in our enrichment program.  This involves providing them with opportunities they would not necessarily experience outside of school.  This term has involved trips to Giddy Kippers.

We have facilitated a visit from a sporting superstar, Paul Sturgess. He delivered an assembly and basketball taster sessions for all children in school.  



	























This has provided the PE and sports lead with the perceived key strengths and areas of development of the staff.  We have been able to provide CPD and support from the results of the audit.

Children have been provided with an opportunity to have an active break between lessons, enabling the children to have a chance to refocus on their learning.

The overall amount of children working at an expected or exceeding level is 85%.  This is split into 78% of children working at an expected level and 7% of children working above the expected level.  We have maintained a high level of children working at or above the expected level in PE.  This is indicative of the teachers levels of confidence assessing their children across different units of work in PE. 




From the data recorded in each class, there is a high level of children working at or above the expected level in most of the year groups. However, there are a large number of year groups that have a lower level of children working above the expected level (with exception of Woodpeckers and Kestrels).  This highlights the need for targeting children who could potentially work above the expected level.  

For the children working below the expected level, differentiation is visible through walkthroughs and there is clear progression being made.  More support will be provided, through team teaching and planning support for the year groups with higher levels of children working below the expected level.



 Through the offer of extra-curricular clubs within school, children have been provided with an opportunity to take part in physical activity and competitive situations.  The children have been provided with an opportunity to develop both physical skills and values related to the different sports they are involved in. 










Children have been provided with an opportunity to participate in afterschool and lunch time clubs, giving the opportunity for the children to further develop skills in areas they find interesting.  It also helps to shape and develop the children’s characteristics and values, using sport as the tool. 


PP children have been able to take part in experiences that will have a life-long impact on them, providing both physical activity and memorable moments.  Having the external coaches provide after school clubs has enabled staff to further their own CPD and has also provided the children with a wider offer in terms of sports and activities provided by Barden. 



Staff have received a fundamental understanding of the process of developing the playground space at Barden.  Staff have a good understanding about the structure and offer the children receive both at playtime and lunchtime.  In terms of the children, they have a wider range of activities thy can access at break times.  This has been done to facilitate the children s ability to select how they engage and play – leading to more independent values and skills being developed in the school day.



The staff that have received CPD will have the opportunity to utilize the knowledge developed through the forthcoming units of work and extra-curricular offer.  The CPD provided has been essential in providing a sustainable delivery of PE at Barden, helping to upskill our staff.  This will be observed through walkthroughs during the Spring 2 term.  







The children have been able to participate in a number of different clubs that offer the children a chance to apply their learning from PE and experience a different sport.  Moreover, the children have been provided with a wide offer of after school clubs to attend, as well as the afternoon clubs that run alongside our OPAL play led break times. 













The children have had the opportunity to represent the school in different formats of competition.  The children have stated their pride at representing the school throughout the year.  This has helped to further develop the values being taught through PE. 





Through our extra-curricular offer, we have been able to ensure our offer extends to children who are on the pupil premium register and those who are not.  This means we have been able to offer all of our children the opportunity to attend clubs and further their experiences whilst they are with us at Barden. 








We have ensured our extra-curricular offer has extended to both boys and girls, with girls in Year 5 and 6 showing positive levels of participation.  This shows the wide offer we have for the children at Barden, ensuring all children can be included in groups.  This has also gone to show we have ensured we are inclusive in the offer of clubs at Barden, allowing the children to participate in different sporting activities.


We ensure our extra-curricular offer extends to our SEND children.  The impact of this has been the inclusivity of our clubs.  We ensure all children are provided with the opportunity to attend clubs. 









Through our enrichment programme, we are able to provide children who are on the pupil premium register with the opportunity to take part in experiences they would not normally be able to.  The impact has been a positive one, with children commenting on how much they enjoy the activities, being able to engage with new experiences. 


















From the assessment, it is clear to see that we have a high number of children who are working at the expected level.  However, the amount of children working above the expected level is nit high.  From this, we will look at spotlighting children who are working at an expected level that could be targeted to work above the expected level. As well as this, the 20% of children who have been identified as working below the expected standard will be targeted through small group work and interventions in the autumn term.









From theses deep dives we have been able to observe a consistent delivery of PE across the key stages. Teachers were correctly modelling the skills and giving coaching points.  With regards to the structure of the sessions, teaching staff were being utilized in the session to provide appropriate support, addressing misconceptions in learning and promoting progress within the lessons.  Teachers showed a good understanding of how to deliver the learning objectives, being able to adapt plans to fit the needs of the children by applying the principles of STEP (space, task, equipment and people).



The results of the pupil voice concluded that the children enjoy taking part in their PE sessions.  They are able to explain how the skills they are learning can be applied in different sports.  Moreover, they were able to explain how skills learnt in previous years are then applied in their current years PE.  The children felt like they were being challenged sufficiently during lessons but felt some lessons were “easier” or “more difficult” than others.  This means teachers need to ensure they are being careful when they apply the principles of STEP to ensure all children are making progress during lessons. 


Through the deep dive into PE, it was clear that we PE was a robust subject at Barden, with a clear triangulation of evidence to support the implementation of the PE curriculum.  Teachers showed a good understanding of how to deliver the PE curriculum, in terms of planning and the assessment of the units they teach in their respective year groups.  The standard of teaching is consistent with the approach to PE at Barden.  As well as this, pupils were able to articulate how their knowledge in PE has progressed through the different year groups.  This shows that PE is a subject at Barden that has been well implemented and consistently run throughout all year groups. 



The structure of the playgrounds with equipment for the children to access has been positive.  The children have enjoyed the changes that have been applied and have positively commented about it when we conducted pupil interviews in the summer term. 




Through support provided, ECT’s have been given the tools required to plan, deliver and assess PE effectively at Barden.  This has been clarified through walkthroughs observing good practice from ECT’s.
